1. Complete the general requirements for all educator licenses: General License Requirements 
 

2. High school diploma or its equivalent; and 
 

3. Two (2) years full-time experience or 4000 hours of verifiable work experience after age eighteen (18) in a 
business or industry position which relates to the area of endorsement; and 

 
4.  Appropriate occupational license if required by law for employment 

 
Available Business & Industry license endorsement areas: 
 

1. Any endorsement area listed in Revised Regulation R145-22 
2. Ethnic music 
3. Ethnic dance 
4. Dance performance 
5. Military science 

 
 
Business and Industry license first-time renewals 
 
First-time renewals must provide proof of completion of twelve (12) semester credits of coursework or the equivalent 
number of hours of professional development as follows: 
 

1. Three (3) semester credits or the equivalent number of hours of professional development in curriculum and 
instruction for career and technical education or secondary education 

 
2. Three (3) semester credits or the equivalent number of hours of professional development in a course involving 

teaching methodology for career and technical education or secondary education 
 

3. Three (3) semester credits or the equivalent number of hours of professional development in a course on career 
development and work-based learning; and 

 
4. Three (3) semester credits or the equivalent number of hours of professional development in a course on career 

and technical student organization and management 
 

Exemptions 
 

1. A person who holds a master’s or more advanced degree from an accredited college/university in the area of 
endorsement is exempt from the requirements of (3) and (4) in the first-time renewal requirements above 
 

2. A person who holds a secondary academic license in any area is exempt from the requirements of (1) and (2) in 
the first-time renewal requirements above

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3. First-time renewals in the endorsement area of ethnic music are exempt from the first-time renewal 
requirements above if the person provides proof of completion of twelve (12) semester credits of coursework, 
from an accredited postsecondary institution, to include: 
 

a. Three (3) semester credits of coursework in classroom management and/or music methodology; and  
b. Nine (9) semester credits in the subject area of music 

 
4. First-time renewals in the endorsement area of ethnic dance are exempt from the first-time renewal 

requirements above if the person provides proof of completion of twelve (12) semester credits of coursework, 
from an accredited postsecondary institution, to include: 

 
a. Three (3) semester credits of coursework in classroom management and/or dance methodology; and 
b. Nine (9) semester credits in the subject area of dance 

 
         
 
Additional Requirements for Specific Business and Industry Endorsements  
• Military Science: requires certification by the Secretary of a branch of the military. This endorsement is exempt from 
the Praxis Core Academic Skills testing requirements, and the first-time renewal requirements.
